Thank you for your interest in participating in our pageant. The pageant will be held at 5 PM on Saturday, November 5 at Ouachita Parish High School in Monroe, LA.  In order to compete, you must fill out and return the pageant application and the $50 entry fee. Contestants must also reside or attend school in Ouachita, Lincoln, Union, Richland, Caldwell or Franklin parishes.
The Fleur de lis contestants will be treated to a social on November 4 at McClendon Baptist Church in West Monroe, LA. This event will take place from 6:30-8:00. Girls should wear casual clothes. We will have light refreshments, play games, and the judges will get to meet the contestants.

Check in for the pageant is 3 PM on Saturday, November 5. Come dressed in casual/sportswear for the opening number. Girls and one helper (mom or whoever you choose) will be taken to the dressing area to organize their things. We will have a quick walk through on stage and prepare for the pageant. The first on stage competition will be opening number wearing casual/sports wear. This can be anything that reflects the girls’ personality. School or play outfit is appropriate.  The next phase of competition is party/formal wear. Some girls choose pageant style dresses, long or short, and some prefer Sunday dress. Either is fine. Girls will speak briefly on stage with our reigning queens during this phase of the competition. This will be conversational style. 
There will be one Fleur de lis Princess crowned and she will accompany our Miss Taste of the Twin Cities at the state pageant in June 2012.
